“You’re going where?!!?  That was the usual response my husband, Dick, and I got whenever we told anyone we were going to 
Syria for the next World Arabian Horse Organization meeting.  This gathering was supposed to have occurred in September of 
2006, but because of the war that erupted in Lebanon just shortly before the Conference was to take place, the date was changed 
to April/May of this year (2007).  Despite the postponement there was no change in people’s reaction to our destination of Da-
mascus Syria!  And after the above exclamation, we were usually asked two questions...the most common was “Do you think 
you will be safe?” and the second was “How will you celebrate your birthday there?” 
 
Our answer to the first question, their concern about our safety was, being in Syria was like visiting any other country.  People 
were glad to see us!  “Hello,” “Welcome,” “Thanks for coming” were their most common remarks to us and to all the WAHO 
members who came from 30-plus countries worldwide.  Many people in Syria spoke at least some English and they are always 
quick to greet us and to help us when they saw a need.  Of course, the salesmen were eager to use their English to talk us into 
buying their wares.  We saw very few military; the most common uniform was that of the traffic police in huge, car-congested 
Damascus.  Our conference was located at a big, fancy hotel in this oldest of all the world’s cities, and then for a week after the 
meeting some of us traveled to many more parts of Syria staying in a variety of hotels from nice, new ones to three-story, walk-
up rooms in old buildings.  But all were fine and clean.  When you are really tired after a busy day and half the night you do not 
really care how soft the mattress is...you just sleep. 
 
We left home on Friday, April 20, catching our flight from the Los Angeles’ LAX Airport and arrived in London about noon.  
We spent the night in the Ibis Hotel and met Jane Batstone and Margaret Evan there.  We left London  on Sunday, April 22 and 
arrived in Damascus after a 4 1/2-hour flight.  After a good night’s sleep, we arose Monday morning and registered for the Con-
ference at the Four Seasons Hotel.  We saw Kina Murray (WAHO Executive Secretary), Basil Jadaan (WAHO EC Member and 
owner of Al Jadaan Arabians in Damascus) and we met Mohammed Ojjay (O.J.) from Massachusetts.  We took the “Southern 
Cities’ Tour, going almost  to the Jordanian boarder.  We saw Basalt Hill which is a steep, black cliff with many flowers below; 
Chabba, a museum with a few beautiful mosaics and were served sweet tea outside.  We walked up hill through ruins of Roman 

baths and a theater and met school girls who wanted to speak English.  In 
Bosra (not to be confused with Iraq’s Basra) we visited ruins of a Roman 
theater which was wonderful.  It is still used, but wouldn’t meet our USA 
OSHA Standards, I fear.  Upon returning from this tour, we had dinner at 
the Fairgrounds nearby of lamb and rice.  This was hosted by the Al Ba-
shakem tribe.   
 
On Tuesday we took the City Tour through Old Town, a part of Damascus 
within old Roman Walls.  We visited places of biblical note such as St. 
Paul’s Chapel in the Wall where Paul escaped the city by being lowered in 
a basket through a slit in the wall, the Home of Ananias who had helped 
Paul, and a Street Called Straight going from Eastern Gate across Old 
City.  We visited a Damascene House which is still used as a home with a 
plain wall on the outside but a very nice garden  courtyard inside.  We 
enjoyed commercial stores, little shops, sales wagons…one with green 
almonds for sale.  We feasted on a delightful lunch of flat bread baked in a 
tubular cooker.  Then we proceeded to the Tomb of Saladin and his wife; 
the Ommayed Misque with the Tomb of John, the Baptist inside...I had to

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rent and wear a dark tan robe to enter and when I sat with 4 local young ladies outside they and I giggled together at how funny I 
looked; went up to view the point on the mountain that overlooks the city of Damascus and finished the day having dinner at 
Bawabat as the guests of Minister of Agriculture. 
 
Wednesday brought the opening day of the 
Conference.  After the opening ceremonies, 
we were escorted to the hotel “porches” to be 
welcomed in downtown Damascus by a band 
and a mammoth parade with several hundred 
Arabian horses marching along outside our 
hotel.  The authorities closed the main high-
way for several hours for this spectacle.  We 
were amazed and pleased by this extraordinary 
greeting.   
 
Many other things thrilled us, too, as we en-
joyed the after-conference tour of which I give 
more details later in this article.  We saw ruins 
of ancient towns from Roman and Greek times 
with beautiful columns still standing in Pal-
myra and Apamea; stone-carved, outdoor theaters still in use nearly 2 millennia after being built in Bosra and Chahba; The Street 

Called Straight and the Home of Ananais of Biblical note in Damascus; Ma’alula, the town 
that clings to rock walls and whose inhabi-
tants still speak Aramaic, the language of 
Christ; and everywhere, we saw beautiful 
mosaics. 
 
We enjoyed lunch at the Nobalaa Palace at 
Old Fairground and then had some free time 
to go shopping at an handicraft souk across 
the street from the hotel where we found a 
lovely coffee pot and other beautiful items. 
 
We met friends from Iran and had fun 
“lambasting” respective presidents while we 
“hugged.”  We decided we should give each 
leader an Arabian horse, invite them to a 
WAHO meeting and then maybe they could 
get along!   

 
Thursday morning brought the reconvening of the conference with lunch  being hosted by Alghabra Stud at the Zaman Alkhair 
Restaurant.  Outside along the pathway through flowers and bushes, horses were led as we ate. 

 
We also visited the Basil Al Assad Center for 
the Arabian Horse (Syrian National Stud)  The 
horses were shown quietly and were lovely.  
Two young girls gave me flowers as I walked to 
the bus afterwards.   
 
We had dinner, which was hosted by Alfadi and 
Aljameel Studs in Old Town at Khan A’sad 
Basha, an old caravansary.  Small decorated 
metal box gifts were given to each guest.   We 
entertained by delightful folk dancing and music.  
 

Friday’s sessions concluded the Conference  After the conference ended, Dick and I walked to the train station, the one where my 
grandparents Walter and Jessie Brown with my mother and uncle had come into Damascus in 1914 when the station was new.  It 
is still beautiful but now awaits being transformed into part of the new commercial center.  That evening the traditional Gala Din-
ner Affair always held the evening after the final day of the Conference was hosted by Siher Al Sharaq.  I wore an Arabic dress I 
had gotten years before from our friends in Bahrain.  As always, the food was delicious and we were entertained by beautiful

Buy a coffee pot, oh yes!  And we did! 

Part of  the main  street  parade  
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whirling dancers.   
 
We spent the next day visiting local sites around Damascus and then packed for the 6-day tour leaving the next day.  Day one, 
after traveling through  an area that seemed like the California Mojave Desert, we arrived at Palmyra for late lunch and then to 
the Semiramus Hotel.  We enjoyed dinner in a Bedouin Tent with music and dancing. 
 

The next day we visited the ruins of the huge Roman city of Palmyra in 
the morning.  We rode camels with Basil Jadaan.  Then we drove through 
the present town of Palmyra which was neat and clean.  We continued to 
an isolated area of the desert where Siba’a and Fadaan clans of the Aneze 
tribes had set up a meeting place near Kabajeb.  A couple hundred men 
and some women and children were out behind the very long, three-sided 
tents.   
 
We were met by white camels, sheep, 
donkeys, horses and dust  with our for-
mal greeter being the clan chief on his 
horse with sword raised in welcome!  
We enjoyed a wild, horse race across 
the desert, coffee pourers, lamb served 
on rice (head, too) on platters 3 feet in 
diameter, carpets on the ground and tried 

to learn to “la, la, la” with the women.  We had a wonderful time and they seemed to enjoy our 
being there and taking their pictures.  They had used trucks to bring livestock to our rendez-
vous...I thought that rather humorous! 
 

From there we went on to Deir Ezzor on the Euphrates 
River.  We missed seeing President Assad by an hour, 
but saw the Prime Minister and Governor.  We visited he 
Alfurat Stables and saw how they tethered their horses 
by the ankle along the river’s edge, like we saw in Bah-
rain in at the 1998 WAHO Conference. 
 
We left early the next morning and saw the sun rise over 
the Euphrates arriving at our next stop, Al Kamishli, which was one mile from the Turk-
ish border.  We traveled through fertile land watered from the Euphrates growing cotton, 
wheat and, every 5 or 6 years, beans.  The first Bedouin gathering of the day was with the 
Tai and Allied tribes.  2000 to 5000 Bedouins had come with 200 sheep and 1 ton of rice 
to spend 3 days there.  So many rushed out to greet our bus that the riot police came with 
riot shields so we could get through and they wouldn’t get run over by our bus.  TV cover-
age, dancing and pretend fighting were all going on.   

At the second gathering, our driver stopped the bus in the mid-
dle of nowhere for a Bedouin group that had ridden for some 
distance just to meet us.  They didn’t want to be left out of the 
chance to have us see their horses.  We met one another right 
there beside the highway. 
 
At about sunset we arrived at the third Bedouin gathering at Al Yaroubiyeh which was less than two 
miles from the Iraqi border.  We were still surrounded by fertile land which was not deserty as I 
would expect.  The Shammar tribes from Syrian and Iraqi areas hosted this gathering.  We received 
gifts of head scarves and bands for the men and full-length gowns and scarves for the women.  We 
wore them over our other clothes.  We went to permanent buildings for a late dinner and sat on 
beautiful carpets on floors.  This day just happened to be my birthday and we had a wonderful feast 
of lamb and rice.  No cake or candles, but I did have what not many others ever have...1000’s of 
guests plus I was greeted in front of everyone by a retired General of the Police who was now the 
Governor of the Province of Al Hasaka, Mohammed Al Nammour.  He talked to the group, trans-
lated by Basil Jadaan, on the importance of friendship, gatherings like this and horses.  Then he 
reached over and took my hand and told the audience he would like to keep me (was he meaning 
like a treasured horse or for a wife??).  Then all clapped and wished me Happy Birthday.  Across 
the field we could see lights of a village...it was in Iraq.    This brought the end to another long but wonderful day.

 of our stops in the  
north-east country of Syria. 
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The date was now May 2, Wednesday and we were up early to catch a flight from Al Qamishli to Aleppo, but the plane never 
arrived.  So we bussed across the north side of Syria.  We saw piles of cotton-plant stems stored for winter firewood, lots of sheep 
grazing along road shoulders under the watch of children or women, gas prices at $0.70, people making flat bread like we make 
pizza crust and the Turkish flag flying over the little island in the Euphrates River in memory of Caliph who drowned there centu-
ries ago.  In Aleppo we visited the famous Citadel on top of a large, round hill in the center of the city.  Our hotel was an old 
French mansion house.  We went to the Aleppo Equestrian Club for a late dinner and presentation of horses in the garden setting 
by the Alandalus Stable while enjoying a wonderful orchestra.. 
 
The next day we drove south from Aleppo to the city of Hama, known for its ancient wooden waterwheels (norias) on the Orontes 
River.  We visited St. Mary’s Orthodox Church and had an audience (you might say) with Archbishop Ilea Saleba.  He spoke of 
peace and harmony between Christians and Muslims.    We drove through pistachio, almond, apricot and olive groves.  Near 
Homs we met with the Alhisinah Tribe.  We enjoyed a presentation of their horses and a folkloric show.  We went through the 
formal greeting line of sheiks…”Welcome, Hello, Thank you and strong handshakes, weak shakes, many smiles, some serious 
faces for a total of 68 times plus two boys.  Now I have sympathy for Presidential candidates.   
 
I got up to take a photo of a striking-looking platter and before I got back to my seat it was taken by an old Bedouin who had 
been waiting his turn to eat.  Guests always first!  He sat next to Dick and ate and ate.  I waited until he finished and then went 
back to my seat and finally had my food.   
 
Our last day of the tour was just sight seeing...no horses!  We went to the Roman ruins of Apamea.  We saw a mosaic museum at 
the caravansary at the bottom of the hill and a beautifully-columned roadway of the city on the highlands.  Above was a mile long 
and so open it appeared seemingly untouched.  I was walking so slowly that I had to be “rescued” by a young man with a motor-
bike to get me  back to the bus on time.  On the edge of the hill was the Arab fortress Qalat al Madig from the 13th century.  Then 
we went on to Krak des Chevaliers (Qalat al Hoosn), a famous medieval citadel, which protected the route from the sea to the 
interior of Syria.  Wandering around inside, my imagination of the past became really stimulated.    
 
We returned to Damascus after a super six days of seeing horses and people of the inner areas of Syria.  We went out to see Basil 
Jadaan’s stud farm near Damascus just before we left for home.  Basil showed us his lovely horses which are all descendents of 
Syrian desert stock.  We stopped at his apartment for lunch which was prepared by his wife and the ladies of the family.  We then 
left for the airport to catch a 6:30 p.m. plane to London.  After a night in London at the Ibis Hotel, we took a non-stop, 11-hour 
flight to LAX (Los Angeles, California airport).  We arrived home in Porterville, California, after another exciting WAHO Con-
ference.
