A half dozen years ago, | had a spectacular (albeit nonbk€k mare ... Blacklady Khiyara (Blacklord Arabi x Baskavet)
... Desert Arabian on top, Polish on the bottom ... an $toh%.3 hh without a white hair anywhere. Big, powerful,edvead
willing. But | also affectionately referred to hes my “blonde black” (with apologies to all you blondes igre) because she
was a bit ditzy. She tended to employ her flight instiather than her reasoned intelligence when encounteewngthings.

Anyway, after assessing her performance potential, h@uwith “professional” trainers (who shall remaiameless lest we end
up in court) for 8 months. To make a long story shorérafaying them over $5,000 in training expenses, they retirereto
me saying she was dangerous and unrideable. They returnedtther severe cut over her left eye ... they said it fras
bumping her head in the trailer but it was weeks old antialy looked like someone hit her in the head ... hardith a hal-
ter buckle.
