Named after the inventor ohe
kaleidoscope, Sir_David Brewster, its purpose is to share
and promote the beauty, creativity, and joy of these mir-
rored tubes of magic. It serves as a network linking &leido-

“Kaleidoscopes developed into an important new art formas an unprecedented renaissance began in the late 1970s. It
gained momentum in the 1980s with an article in the Novembgefl982 issue oEmithsonian Magazingfollowed by the
publication in 1985 of the first book on the subjectThrough the Kaleidoscopeby Cozy Baker. At the same time Cozy
curated the world’s first exhibition of kaleidoscopes at Strathmore Hall Arts Center in Bethesda, Maryland. e year
after this exhibition, Cozy founded the Brewster Soeity. “

As mentioned, Kaleidoscopes were ‘invented’ and patenté816 by Sir David Brewster, a Scottish physicist wias a pro-
fessor (and Principal) of St. Andrew’s University inoBand. Sir David is probably best known for his tisaibn Newton’s
theories and bringing modern photography to Scotlakrdaway, the following is an article about my recaiy to Scotland this
past August.

THE ARABIAN HORSE

The Arabian is the world’s oldest breed of light horseand the fountainhead from which all other breeds of fjht
horses were developed. He is believed to have belmscended from the wild horses of the Syrian plateaus,
tamed by the nomadic Aribi tribe of more than 5,000 yearsigo. Long considered a prize of war more valuable
than silver and gold, he was valued by the peoples of NbrAfrica and Europe for his courage, hardiness, fleet-
ness of foot and his surpassing beauty. Today the Arabidmorse is valued for many of the same reasons.
The Arabian is the most versatile of horses, being udeas a show horse, pleasure horse, stock horse and famil
riding companion. Bred for centuries by the Bedouis of the desert, where he dwelt in the tents of hisasters,
the Arabian is noted for his great intelligence, gentleisposition and love for human beings.
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
